Understanding ethics in social work isn’t as simple as taking a class and learning
everything you need to know. In fact, thinking back to my social work research
class in 1985, we didn’t even talk about ethics. The professor gave us each a copy
of the Code of Ethics pamphlet, which I tucked into my notebook. That was it. As
I read the pamphlet later, I was drawn to the six core values of the profession:
